Tree Frog Katanga.  What’s to say?  They’re Tree-Frogs.

Personality: Tree Frogs are rather shy by nature.  Content on just swimming, eating insects their size, and lounging in the sun, Tree Frogs tend to be solo-artists.  When they have to be in nubari form, they do so only to move to a new lake or river.  Tree Frogs prefer to stay in animal form as much as possible.
Physical Description: In nubari form, Tree Frogs are around Shu sized with obvious moisture to their skin.  In biped and animal form, Tree Frogs are covered in bright colors.  These colors help in both hiding within the jungle from predators, as well as warning off prospective predators with the threat of poison.  Common colors include Red, Green, Blue, and Yellow.

Relations:  Tree Frogs are rather solitary when it comes to other races.  Both male and female tree frogs will take care of their young.  If necessary, they’ll join up with other tribes for the safety only, but prefer to stay alone or with other Tree Frogs.

Alignment: Usually neutral.

Lands: Tree Frog Katanga can be found anywhere in Malatra that remains wet 80% of the year.

Spiritual Beliefs: Very little is known of Tree Frog spiritual beliefs.  It is theorized that they worship the Water and Tree Spirits.

Language: Male Tree Frogs will extend their throats in a loud deep croaking sound, while female tree frogs sound more like a chirp.

• Primary Abilities:  Str 3/10, Con 8/20

• Move: As nubari and biped, 20 ft.  As animal, 5'/Climb 10'/Swim 10'. 

• Preferred Class: Shaman.

• Size: Nubari and biped, Small (5 ft by 5 ft/5 ft).  As Animal, Tiny (1ft by 1ft/0ft).

• +2 Climb, +4 Jump, +2 Swim, +2 Spot

• Special Qualities:  +2 Fort saves vs. poison.

• Lowlight Vision.

• Natural Armor +1/+2 (biped/animal)

• Natural Attack: None

• Bonus Proficiency: Half spear.

• Automatic Language: Frog, Malatran Common.

• Bonus Language: Any

Special Note:  This race is currently only available to players as a result of the re-incarnation spell, which can only be cast in Malatra by the elemental nobles. Obviously, this race is favored by Nagilla, the water elemental noble.
